172 yards (54" x 18") clear self-adhesive plastic
12 sheets yellow card stock
12 sheets white paper
12 pipe cleaners
3 sets (4 per set) permanent markers in bright colors
2 or 3 hole punches
18' yarn
stapler
Sun catcher pattern (p. 41)
; scissors
. Preparation for teacher
' Photocopy pattern of round butterfly sun catcher onto
yellow card stock and white paper.
Cut self-adhesive plastic into 9" squares.
Cut yarn into 18" pieces.
If working with young children or if time is limited cut out
, the butterfly inside circle in advance.
- Instructions
1. Cut out butterfly from center of yellow card stock circle
? along the inside of bold line to retain outline.
2. Peel one piece of self-adhesive plastic and lay on work area

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. Color butterfly on plastic with markers by following pat-

tern underneath. (To prevent smudging previously col-
ored areas, color from top to bottom or from the middle to
the outside.) Discard white pattern.

. Fold pipe cleaner in half and twist to form a 212" body and

a round head—do not twist the last 1" of ends. Bend ends
to form antenna.

. Staple the body in the center of butterfly at top and bottom.
. Punch hole 1" from the top in center of sun catcher. Pull

yarn through hole and knot. Hang from window.

Tacky Glue
24- 2" pom-poms (or 2" Styrofoam
balls spray painted in bright color)
48 movable plastic eyes
pencils, scissors
fine-tip felt markers

Cut several funny feet pat-
terns from card stock.
Cut each foam sheet into 6 pieces

42" x 4").

Trace 2 sets of feet onto foam and cut out. (Cut heels apart
to reach the areas between the feet. Heels will be rejoined
when pom-pom is glued in place.)

. With marker write on feet: God loves you and so do I!
. Glue on eyes (Optional: Add felt ears, glasses, hats, but-

tons or tiny Bibles.)

. Glue a pom-pom on center of heels.
. Keep one fuzzy friend for yourself and give one to a friend.
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
